JUNE AT THE PARISH COUNCIL

The Council continue to hold their meetings via Zoom and the June meeting
commenced virtually.

Lara Manningham Buller, Chair to the Governors of Corfe Castle Primary
School, was invited to address the Council on the primary school. Lara said
that Coronavirus had had an obvious impact on the school. Earlier in the year
there had been a period of unsettled time when the head teacher had been off
sick whilst at the same time there were conversations going on about the merger
with the Coastal Learning Partnership, which has now taken place. The school
has received excellent support from the newly merged trust throughout the
Coronavirus crisis and she hopes that some initial concerns about the merger
have been put to rest.

Whilst they are experiencing unprecedented challenges the staff have risen to
the challenge and have been absolutely incredible. The school is currently open
to reception, year one and year six (in line with government guidelines) and has
an attendance of approximately 40% of those children eligible to attend.

The recent Ofsted inspection was not a good read and had been fairly critical.
However Ofsted had also picked out many positive aspects and provided helpful
and supportive advice on how to improve highlighted issues. Ofsted
acknowledged the school was already working to remedy some of the areas
which needed work.

The post Ofsted action plan was delayed due to Coronavirus, but should be
ratified at the forthcoming Governors meeting. There will be challenges putting
the plan into place due to Coronavirus however the circumstances have
provided an opportunity for staff to look at policies and procedures and to get
planned improvements in place ready for September.

Lara asked if any members of the public had second hand IT equipment
(computers, laptops or tablets) which they could donate to children who are
home-learning they would be really grateful to receive them.

Clir Brooks reported that the Council’s Parking and Traffic Study had been
passed to Dorset Council and that they had met to discuss possible feasible
options. Coronavirus had broken prior to a planned meeting to feedback to Clir
Brooks taking place so there was no further update.

On behalf of the National Trust James Gould reported that the castle had
reopened on the 3rd of June. The average daily attendance to date is 250
people; all tickets must be booked and the visitors are predominantly members.
The capacity they are expecting is 440 tickets per day and this figure may be
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increased if they feel it is safe to do so. James advised the Trust are not taking
responsibility for ensuring people socially distance and that they are leaving
people to be responsible for their own actions. Following feedback they have
made one adjustment to the access at the top of the castle and they are listening
to feedback from the visitors and the local community.

ClIr Fooks said that residents are concerned about the numbers of visitors
and that social distancing is sometimes impossible to do as shops are
small as are the village pavements; 400 extra people each day in the village
stores is concerning. It's becoming hard to even visit the bakery as the village
Square is getting too congested. James said that whilst he understands this,
they are getting positive feedback from local businesses. James will take
feedback to the regional manager.

It was reported to the Council that the proposed works by the National Trust to
install a tap at the allotment has been removed from the schedule of works. Due
to Coronavirus, budgets have been dramatically reduced and there are no funds
to carry out the works.

Interviews have taken place to select a planning consultant to help advise the
Council on the forthcoming Swanworth Quarry Extension planning
application, which the Council anticipate receiving in the coming month. The
group tasked to do this have selected a consultant to examine the plan. As
representatives of parishioners the Council would welcome any feedback on the
proposals from parishioners. Suttles have made a huge amount of information
available on their website if parishioners wish learn more about the proposals
prior to publication of the forthcoming planning application.

As part of their External Audit the Council completed the Annual Governance
Statement and adopted the end of year accounts for 1919/20. /t is your right to
inspect the accounts should you wish. Full details of the Councils finances are
published on the website and the accounts can be inspected in accordance
with the Accounts and Audit Regulations.

The Council’s Speed Indicator Device is on order and the post will soon be
installed on East Street near the bottom of Kingston Hill. The SID will be moved
between this post and the existing post at Castle View.

The Clerk is awaiting feedback from Cambian education regarding the
feasibility of authorising a permissive footpath from Woodyhyde to the village.

Further to recently resuming administration of the God’s Acre Cemetery the
Council considered a revised paper on the Cemetery. There is a deficit in
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income to expenditure as the maintenance of the Cemetery costs far more than
the relatively small income from burials. This had to be addressed; either by
raising the precept of looking at ways to increase revenue, suggestions of how
this could be achieved are highlighted in the report, such as exploring natural
burials.

Clir Dru Drury proposed several recommendations were approved and adopted,
these included a revised fee table and revised regulations both of which can be
viewed on the Parish Council website on the God’s Acre page. A separate
article on God’s Acre appears in CVN.

Dorset Council had asked the Council for suggestions of ways in which
social distancing could be accommodated in the village by introducing
temporary changes to parking and pavement arrangements.

The Council resolved to seek the views of parishioners and businesses prior to
pursuing any suggestions. They felt there was some urgency as visitors will
come and already the village square is feeling very congested.

On planning matters, the Parish Council had no objection to divide the existing
dwelling into two separate dwellings at 24 West Street Corfe Castle Wareham.
They recommended a development be screened/reviewed at Corfe Castle
Water Recycling Centre. They had no objection to removing a rooflight and to
form a dormer window in the east elevation at 5 Townsend Road, Corfe Castle,
however as the new dormer window clearly overlooks the neighbour they
recommend that the planning officer ensures that this does not create a
problem.

The Council resolved to defer a decision on revised plans for number 1 East
Street Corfe Castle until they see further feedback on the revised plans from the
National Trust.

The next meeting will be held on the 13" July 2020 at 7pm via Zoom. The
Pubic are welcome to attend and participate in the public half hour at the start
of the meeting. Details will be posted on the website by Tuesday the 7th of July.

BENJAMIN JESTY., A PURBECK PIONEER by Paul Randall

It often happens that important discoveries are made by non scientific persons
by noting reactions and trial and error. In many cases the credit is given to
professional men who have studied on similar lines, come to the same
conclusion but have published in scientific terms. Such is the discovery of
vaccination against smallpox by a humbly born Dorset farmer, Benjamin
Jesty.

Smallpox was the scourge of the Middle Ages and decimated the population.
Kings and Queens, high and low died victims of this terrible disease and it in
no small measure accounted for the low expectation of life and death of many
children.

A distinguished medical practitioner, Doctor Jenner of Berkeley in
Gloucestershire is credited with the discovery that immunisation from
smallpox can be obtained by inoculation and in 1796 claimed the reward
offered by the Royal College of Physicians and the subsequent everlasting
fame. He made his first practical experiment in that year and was hailed as a
national hero. The Royal family were among his first patients.

Ben Jesty was a small time tenant farmer living at Cerne Abbas but he was of
an enquiring disposition, and came to the same conclusion twenty two years
before. He experimented on his family and friends reporting to a local doctor
that he had observed that the pustular eruption from which his milkmaids
suffered on their hands from milking infected cows, resulted in immunity from
smallpox which was rife at that time. His first experiment was on his wife and
this was done with a darning needle steeped in lymph from cowpox pustules.
He noted that a small fever ensued which soon abated.

The news soon spread in farming circles and Ben’s darning needle pricked
many an arm. My great grandfather knew Jesty but was not convinced enough
to submit his family but many did. When Jesty was an old man the news of his
experiments had reached London and it was thought appropriate to ask him to
come to town to speak about them to the Jenner Society and the Royal
College. He was not at all keen and flatly refused to buy a new suit for the
occasion (“Danged if I will dress up for Lunnon Volk!””) He was publicly féted
and his contribution acknowledged. His portrait was painted and may be seen
in the British Museum with Ben in his “Market Suit”. He was a very bad sitter
and could only be made to keep still if piano music was played to him.

He formed a poor opinion of London saying that its only advantage was that
he could get a daily shave. In Dorset he made a weekly visit to the barber on
Market day as was common with many Dorset farmers.
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Ben was presented with a pair of gold mounted lancets but nothing else. He
was not particularly excited about his great contribution towards the health of
the nation and lived happily at Downshay Farm two miles from Corfe until his
death in 1816. Dorset folk should pay a visit to Langton Matravers churchyard
to honour him. His memorial stone is inscribed “He was an honest and upright
man particularly noted for being the first person that introduced cowpox and
from his great strength of mind made the experiment from the cow on his wife
and two sons in 1774,

Editorial note:

Paul Randall was a local historian and bank manager, and for many years
Town Clerk of Wareham. He was a career soldier serving in the Royal
Signals, retiring as a Lieutenant Colonel, having fought as part of the 8™ Army
in North Africa. He lived in the village and was a great supporter of the then
Royal British Legion Club as well as being a founder member of the now
defunct Twinning Society, which hooked up with Pont Herbert in Normandy.
Many of his historical articles were published in the CVN during the early
noughties; they will be re-published over the coming months as they are of
general local interest. Editor

Corfe Castle re-opened its gates to
members and supporters after 12
weeks of being closed. We
welcomed our first family back
with great gusto and excitement (I
think we were more excited than &
them!). Since then our numbers
have fluctuated and every day we
are finding ways to adjust and best
serve our new normal. We are
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currently working on a half an hour rota
made up of a team of four, ensuring that
all touch points are disinfected every half
an hour.

Over the past three weeks we’ve been

really pleased with how supportive
everyone who has come has been. For
many they are returning to a place they
love, have missed and returning is part of
the getting back to normal. It’s been
great, personally, to be part of the team
that has been able to give people that e
sense of hope and optimism that we will someday get back to normal.

Talking about burial grounds is not necessarily the first thing you want to read
about but we all have to think about “our arrangements” at some time!

The God’s Acre burial ground is now under the direct control of the Parish
Council. It is one of the most prominent sites in the village.

We'd like to thank the committee, who, with their predecessors have looked
after it since 1924 and kept it so neat and tidy. The burial ground has a
stunning position with its panorama view of the Castle and one funeral director
has said it is “one of the finest burial grounds in England”.

In recent years the number of burials has fallen as more and more of us
choose to be cremated. The immediate consequence is that it costs more to
maintain God’s Acre than the income received. We want to make sure the site
is as well maintained for the next hundred years as it has been in the last
hundred.

The Parish Council has therefore made some decisions for the future.

1-Does everyone in the village know that the burial ground is open to all
regardless of faith and for those who have none.?

2-Does everyone know there are inexpensive cremation plots as well as burial
plots?

3-To encourage more income a limited number of plots will be available for
Purbeck residents.

4-We are exploring whether to provide for “natural burials” which are seen as
the most environmentally sound option

5-Can we enhance the site in any way by natural planting and wildlife such as
butterflies and bees? Should we have a memorial garden?

6- Could you become a Friend of God’s Acre and help us out with projects?

7-Can you suggest a professional landscaper who would help us with a new
layout for the burial ground?

The Reverend Anne Bond writes:

I’m writing this in the middle of June. By the time you read it, if the
TV and newspapers are to be believed there’s a good chance Lockdown may
be a thing of the past and we may be enjoying social life in shops, pubs, clubs,
theatres, restaurants and cinemas once again. Families might be joyfully
visiting each other and staying overnight in each other’s houses, parents may
be taking their children to football matches, swimming lessons and to have
their hair cut, and holidays abroad will be being planned.

And all this whilst observing social distancing.

Does anyone agree with me that Covid-19 is likely to be with us for
the foreseeable future, and we are going to have to learn to live with it rather
than trying to avoid it? China, where it originated, thought they were free of it,
but on the lunchtime news yesterday we were told of a new outbreak
multiplying in Beijing. Valiant efforts are being made, most notably in
Oxford, to fabricate a vaccine; but it will be many months if not years before it
is available to the poor old general public. If this disease is like all the other
diseases that have plagued mankind, vaccination is the only route to
eradication.

In the meantime, each one of us is responsible for our own safety.

I don’t know about you, but as Lockdown has continued, the emptier
streets have spoken to me of peace, quiet, and lessened pressure. Looking very
far ahead indeed, they have whispered to me of the need to reduce the human
population of this planet — which, everywhere, is the elephant in the room. 'm
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not advocating the solution one of my sons cheerfully found to the problem:
“Solve world hunger at the same time, Mum, munch on a mate, feed on a
friend ...” No! But over the next several generations we absolutely must find a
way to balance world population with world resources, resources that include
employment and a realistic living wage as well as food, and the living wage to
include enough for people to pay for enjoyments such as holidays and learning
for pleasure, in order to ensure the mental health of our populace. I know that
some uber-rich people are generous-minded philanthropists — and thank God
for them; but for others to be rich is a sort of mental hiccup, a driving need
that impels them ever onward trampling everything in their way underfoot. It
is the chasm between this excessive wealth for its own sake, and the meagre
wealth of the poor old general public, that is so offensive. Didn’t Jesus say it
was easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle than for a rich man to
enter the Kingdom of God? (Mt 19:23) His disciple, the young Timothy, wrote
in the first of his letters: ‘For the love of money is the root of all evil.” (1 Tim
6:10, KJV) Sir Francis Bacon wrote in the 16™ century: ‘Money is like muck,
no good except it be spread,” meaning the point of money is only what it will
buy for good and necessary purposes.

For many of us Lockdown has been hard in terms of the practical
difficulties of life, and for most of us the end of it can’t come soon enough. It
will require the best efforts of every single one of us to try and find a simpler,
slower, less frenetic way of life with time to enjoy the beauties of nature, to
savour live communication with friends and family, and to live life with a
relaxed generous outlook. Jesus summed it up thus: ‘Love the Lord your God
with all your heart, strength, mind and spirit, and love your neighbour as you
love yourself.’

The coronavirus crisis means more people are facing
issues - from employment and debt, to housing and
health - resulting in some being in vulnerable situations.
Added to this, the overall heightened uncertainty and anxiety caused by the
pandemic is making some people more vulnerable and more likely to fall victim
to a scam.

If you think you’ve been scammed Citizens Advice is here to help. If you
receive emails or texts about coronavirus from someone you don't know, or
from an unusual email address, you are advised not to click on any links or buy
anything.

Don't give money or personal details to anyone you don't know or trust - for
example someone who knocks on the door and offers to help.

As the Covid-19 pandemic has developed, scammers are finding new ways to
scam people.

Here are four examples of recent coronavirus scams that you should be
aware of:

1. Spoof texts and emails - Scammers are using spoof emails and text
messages pretending to be government agencies, like HMRC. This might
include offering payments if you click on a link or a request for bank details.

2. Voucher scams - Scammers have pretended to be supermarkets offering
money-off vouchers. The aim is to steal credit card details when you click on
the link.

3. Fake medical kits - Scammers are preying on health worries around
coronavirus to sell fake or substandard medical products, and home testing kits.

4. Online shopping scams - As we’re all at home more than normal, scammers
are using increases in online shopping to scam victims, including asking for
payment of goods by bank transfer.

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The wrong nest

ER it that the ravens deserted
’«‘;M: Corfe Castle not long before

it was destroyed during the
Civil War —and that certainly
ended badly for the King. In
2003 the ravens came back
to Corfe Castle and have nested in a window hole high on the keep since 2008,
but it seems that they have deserted the castle again this year. Another ill
omen?

At the end of March, while enjoying my daily Government permitted walk, |
spotted a pair of ravens circling over the castle but to my surprise these were
quickly seen off by a peregrine falcon. The falcon returned to the castle and
landed on a large nest inside the fireplace high up on the walls of the keep.
Peregrines now seem to be the king of this castle. This is a bit ironic perhaps
as peregrines, which in days gone by were considered to be the falcon fit for
royalty, have taken up residence in King John’s onetime hunting lodge.

Peregrines and humanity have had a long and chequered relationship. In
Mediaeval times peregrines were highly prized as a hunting aid. But once the
aristocracy got hold of guns in the mid 18" C, peregrines’ hunting prowess
became their downfall - now being the most efficient competitor to the gun-
toting sportsman fond of bagging game birds. So began a period of
persecution lasting nearly two centuries.

Hawks and doves famously don’t get on, and pigeons are indeed one of
peregrines’ favourite snacks. So, peregrines fell victim to a Government
sponsored eradication scheme during WWII to prevent them inadvertently
intercepting messages being carried back to Blighty by homing pigeons
released by those on active service. No sooner was WWII over than the great
poisoning of our green and pleasant land began as the introduction of
synthetic chemicals (like DDT) to modern agriculture saw game birds and
pigeons eating contaminated food and peregrines eating them and in the
process consuming doses of chemicals sufficient to cause them to lay thin-
shelled eggs that broke under the weight of the incubating birds. That problem
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was not fully realized until the early 1960s when, following a petition lodged
by pigeon fanciers requesting permission to kill yet more peregrines, the first
ever national peregrine census was conducted and revealed a massive decline
in their fortunes. The good news is - that was the turning point.

With many of the most toxic agri-chemicals phased out and protection of
nesting birds in place, peregrine numbers have recovered hugely over the last
sixty years and they have returned to breed in many places where they had
long been absent. | feel a sense of déja vu at this point (see March CVN). Even
in London there are now about 30 pairs nesting on tall buildings which to the
birds are just convenient inland cliffs, often surrounded by a surfeit of pigeons.
I do not know if peregrines now nest on the Tower of London and if so how the
ravens there are faring!

We have our own man-made cliff in Corfe Castle and for the first time in years
we have our own resident pair of the world’s fastest predator. | have watched
them several times over the last three months. It turns out that the fireplace
nest was not the peregrines’ after all. They chose another spot, and finally in
mid-June | saw what | was hoping for — an adult feeding two, maybe three
chicks. When this article appears the chicks should be fledging soon if all is
well. So, keep an eye out and an ear open next time you pass the castle and
you may be treated to a noisy aerial display by the Grey Arrows team.

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NEW FUND-RAISING VIDEOS
SHOW COMMUNITY SUPPORT
FOR HERITAGE RAILWAY WHOSE
SURVIVAL IS ON A KNIFE EDGE

Dedicated Swanage volunteers have produced two new fund-raising
videos giving a revealing insight into the devastating effect of the Covid-
19 pandemic on the award-winning heritage railway — as well as showing
the strong level of community support and the work required to keep the
line maintained during its shutdown.

The popular preserved railway in Dorset’s Isle of Purbeck carries more than
200,000 passengers a year the five and a half miles between Norden, Corfe
Castle, Harman’s Cross and Swanage and contributes more than £15 million a
year to the local economy.

Swanage Railway Trust chairman Gavin
Johns said: “Taking 40 years to rebuild and
reconnect with the national railway network
near Wareham, the Swanage Railway is
facing financial jeopardy and is engaged in
the most critical fight in its history — the
survival of the heritage line is on a knife
edge.”

appeal target is to be achieved by the Autumn,” added Mr Johns who is also a
volunteer signalman on the heritage railway.

Filmed observing social distancing, and in two 15-minute parts — ‘Survival on a
Knife Edge’ and ‘Standing Together’ — the new online video demonstrates the
strong level of community support for the heritage line’s vital battle for survival
and is viewable on YouTube, Facebook, Twitter and Instagram.

South Dorset MP Richard Drax said: “If this line went, | dread to imagine how
many businesses would be affected, particularly in the hospitality area. It would
be catastrophic.”

Mayor of Swanage Mike Bonfield said: “The railway is a big organisation in
Swanage but we have many others and we need to pull together to protect the
things we have for our visitors and locals alike and this is not just for Swanage,
it's for the whole Purbeck area.”
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Gavin Johns explained: “Our staff and volunteers desperately need support and
are imploring the public to donate to our 'Save Our Service' appeal and share
the Swanage Railway’s plea to spread the message. The Swanage Railway —
and its place in the Purbeck community — needs saving now.

“In line with the Government’s guidance, the Swanage Railway has been closed
for since Thursday, 19 March, 2020, and that has left it without valuable income.
“Even when services can
eventually restart, social distancing
measures will keep its customers
safe but restrict its earnings and
increase the railway's financial
challenges.

“Our new two behind the scenes
videos help the public to understand
some of the hidden costs behind
mothballing a steam railway and
illustrate just how much the
Swanage Railway means to the
Purbeck community — why it's so
vital for people do as much as they
can to help ensure its existence,” added Mr Johns.

After being launched on Wednesday, 25 March, 2020, the Swanage Railway’s
‘Save Our Service’ appeal had raised £188,078 by Wednesday, 10 June, 2020,
and is half way towards the target of £360,000.

Gavin Johns explained: “To keep the railway in a care and maintenance state
costs £46,000 a month, its overheads having been reduced as much as possible
with nearly all the 46 paid full and part-time staff having been furloughed and a
skeleton staff carrying out vital maintenance work.

“Normally, it costs £200,000 a month to run the Swanage Railway and by the
end of June its train services would have brought in £1.1 million so the railway
is at a significant loss without that passenger revenue.

“That’s why donations offer such a vital lifeline to help its recovery for the benefit
of the Isle of Purbeck economy,” added Mr Johns.

To increase public awareness and boost the ‘Save Our Service’ appeal, two
large banners with the message ‘Purbeck’s Railway needs your help to survive
— go to saveourservice.co.uk’ are being put up at Swanage station and at Corfe
Castle.
