Group Update
Recent Get-Togethers

In July we were fortunate to have, at the last minute,
David Brown Land & Nature Programme Manager at
the National Trust, to talk to us about the Purbeck
Heaths, the NNR, and explain about the reasons
behind taking down the fences at Hartland Moor and
Arne. A larger area has been created over which
cattle, Exmoor ponies, pigs and deer can graze and
roam, allowing them to mimic the behaviour of the
= prehistoric animals that created the habitats that
many of the rarest flora and fauna in Purbeck need to survive. After just a year since
the changes were made, two new colonies of rare Purbeck mason bees have already
been spotted!

David also mentioned that if anyone would like to get involved with wildlife recording
in Purbeck, you can join the Purbeck Natural History Forum which is open to
wveryone and free to join. You can use using the form on the website,
purbeckheaths.org.uk/purbeck-natural-history-forum/, or by emailing
purbecknhf@gmail.com or via our Clerk.

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Church Knowle Parish Council - August Meeting

The August meeting of the Church Knowle Parish Council took place
in the Furzebrook Village Hall on Tuesday 8" August at 6:30pm. It was
attended by five members of the Council (Cllr Burt in the chair), the Dorset
Councillor Cherry Brookes and six members of the public.

The main items of interest in the meeting were:

Public Discussion

The increased commercial activity at the Blue Pool and development at
Furzebrook Farm was raised and there have been no planning applications for
this.

It was noted that the CCTV at the Blue Pool covered parts of the public
highway and other public areas and it was thought that signage was needed
indicating this.

Vacancies on the Parish Council

There are still two vacancies on the Parish Council which has a full strength of
nine and any interested parishioners can apply to
clerk@churchknowle-pc.gov.uk.

Planning and Camping

The application P/CLE/2023/03804 for a Lawful Development Certificate for
the Existing Use of camping at the The New Inn was discussed and the
Council resolved to support it but noted concerns about the summer fire risk
and motorhome traffic.

Neighbourhood Plan

Funding is again available for Neighbourhood Plans and the Council is to
apply for this. The Steeering Group will be reconvened and the Plan will be
taken through to completion.

Nicola Pitcher has agreed to take the chair of the reconvened Steering Group.

Highways

The application for a 30mph speed limit in Church Knowle has been properly
submitted and supported by the ward councillor. There is nothing more the
parish council can do and it now rests with the Dorset Council. There only

14

speed limit that applies anywhere in Church Knowle is the national speed limit
of 60mph.

There is a new H-bar painted on the road opposite the turning by the phone
box. This was put in to keep this section of road clear of parking to allow
agricultural and other vehicles room to make the turn. It was reported at the
meeting that there are cars that are parking on this and obstructing the road.

The August meeting finished at 8:10pm. The next meeting of the Church
Knowle Parish Council will be at the Church Knowle Village Hall at 6:30 on
12" September.

It is always a pleasure to bring good news which I am delighted to do by
saying that in the National GP Survey undertaken between January and April
this year, Corfe Castle Surgery received a score of 99%, against a

National result of 71%, describing our overall experience as " good". I am sure
Kerry, our Practice Manager will give more details but we wish to
congratulate Dr Lepper and Kerry on this wonderful result and thank them and
the surgery team for all their hard work .

Whilst this is good news I am sad to advise that the valued and much
appreciated Chemotherapy clinic held at Wareham Hospital on a weekly basis
is to close on Friday August 11th upon the retirement of the respected and
loved Advanced Clinical Practitioner,Nicky. who with her team has developed
a friendly professional "Chemo Club" for those patients receiving treatment at
a most vulnerable time .The clinic is run by University Hospitals Dorset
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(UHD) who have advised that they do not have sufficient staff to continue the
clinic at this time but have said that they hope to reinstate it within 6 months
to a year when recruitment and training has taken place. UHD wished to
extend their apologies to all patients and their families who have been
impacted by the short notice cessation of the Wareham hospital clinic.

It was disappointing that neither local GPs or Wareham Hospital were
informed of this clinic change in advance which has created concern and
distress for many and now means that patients must travel to Poole Hospital
for treatments.

As the Wareham Hospital Friends Chair I have made representation to UHD
and our local MPs, as has the Chair of the Swanage Hospital Friends, about
this reduction in a local service; it is our intention to continue to fight for
reinstatement!

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The Georgians 1714-1830

An unsettled period of industrial revolution, Napoleonic wars, and poverty. It
also saw the world’s first financial crash in 1720 as the South Sea Company
collapsed ruining many investors and was followed by the collapse of the
Charitable Corporation in 1731. This corporation had been set up to provide
low interest loans to the poor and many shareholders lost their investments
including Denis Bond of Creech Grange, who was a director and ended up
having to resign his Parliamentary seat. He nearly lost all his property, but
Parliament reduced its judgement on Bond’s behaviour to ‘neglect of duty’.

Satirical sketches were popular during this time and this one shows a flower
being cut down whilst raining coins. On the stem is written ‘Charitable
Corporation Flower’.

Denis Bond began purchasing property in Corfe as a Parliamentary election
could be swayed by householders with voting rights. By 1730, he owned 24
properties outright plus interests in a few others. Both he and John Bankes
supported the Whigs, and with Bankes holding over 50 properties, this meant
that the Whigs were always going to be elected. When John Calcraft started
purchasing properties in 1757 to encourage a Liberal candidate, he never
succeeded. Throughout this century a representative of the Bond and Bankes
families stood as the two MPs for Corfe.

Industrialisation meant that the lowest paid, agricultural labourers, became
unemployed and although the clay industry was up and running, there wasn’t
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sufficient work for all. The parish and the Charities stepped in to help as the
cost of living rose. The number of poor in Corfe increased from the 1780s
onwards and by 1790, it was clear that the village either had to send paupers to
the workhouse in Wareham or find other accommodation thus the ‘Poor
House’ was set up at ‘The Kings Arms’ (now Uvedale House) and many other
properties were taken over by the Overseers of the parish to keep roofs over
people’s heads.

Clay had been worked in the last century, but Thomas Hyde and William Pike
considerably increased the output from 1760. In 1769, Josiah Wedgewood
opened his Etruria Works and began to need greater quantities of the Dorset
potters’ clay and the Norden area changed completely as Pike opened up
several pits even cutting off the public roads between Corfe and Warecham and
Creech to Wareham. It also became difficult to know whose land was whose
and disputes arose as Norden became dotted with little clay pits.

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Purbeck Youth Music

Musical Offerings.

From Swanage to Wareham and Wool, and in the villages in between, the op-
portunity to learn to play a musical instrument is gradually spreading through
the Purbeck primary schools. Of course, not every child is musical just like
every child does not enjoy sport or is good at maths but at Purbeck Youth Mu-
sic we aim to reach those who may never otherwise have an opportunity to
hear instruments like the flute, clarinet, saxophone, trombone, violin or trum-
pet to name but a few, by arranging performances in schools by professional
musicians who love to communicate their art. We hope to reach those children
with untapped talent and inspire them to embark on a musical journey which
may enrich their future lives.

So far, so good. Now that the schools are back, students can look forward this
term to visits of the brass group ’Conical Sonicals’ to whole school assem-
blies. Out of this there will be offers of beginner groups for children after
which lessons may follow for those keen on playing a big shiny brass instru-
ment. Where there is need, we can subsidise lessons and now that the Purbeck
Instrument Loan Scheme (PILS) has joined with us, we can supply most in-
struments for a very modest annual fee.

Some of our young string players have morphed into a Traditional Folk Fiddle
group which is led by Matt Tarling. These students are already learning con-
ventionally with their visiting violin teachers, but Matt is teaching them to
play simple folk tunes by ear i.e. not reading sheet music but listening hard,
watching and copying what Matt plays to them. This is proving to be very
popular and demonstrates how important it is to get together to play with oth-
ers. Learning to listen is so important!

In an exciting new collaboration between The Swanage Folk Festival and the
Purbeck International Chamber Music Festival who this year coincide in the
weekend 9/10 September, the PYM Folk Group will be appearing alongside
two visiting solo violinists who will be playing Hungarian folk tunes on Satur-
day 9th September in a joint Family Concert at 10am. Our PYM group will be
playing two Irish tunes and who knows what else might occur. This concert is
free for families.
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Our ambitious dream is eventually to have a Purbeck Youth Orchestra. With
children now learning a good range of strings, winds and brass, that dream
may gradually come true.

To quote Andrew Lloyd Webber: “Classical music must not be the preserve of
the rich. There should be a proper programme that makes music available to
children in every school.” Here at Purbeck Youth Music we couldn’t agree
more. PYM seeks to ‘Inspire, Encourage, Develop’ by reaching those who
may not otherwise have such an opportunity and thereby filling the gaps in
state provision.

The Reverend Ian Jackson writes:

I am writing a few days before the gathering at Corfe on August 20™, a few
weeks after the lovely occasion at Church Knowle with people from all parts
of the Benefice and only now a short while before officiating at Langton and
Kingston on August 27" and then for the last time while in office here on
September 17%.

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The Rev Anne Bond writes:

This summer may have been the wettest on record, at least
here, in this neck of the woods - although we certainly don’t want spontaneous
fires breaking out anywhere due to intense summer heat. I felt so sorry for
those holiday makers in Rhodes and the Greek Islands; having to be evacuated
in clouds of smoke with huge flames within sight must have been extremely
scary.

We are out of the silly season now and into the beginning of a new
academic year. Children are taking nervous steps into new experiences of
school: the little ones, trying out school for the first time; the bigger ones,
joining classes one step more advanced than last year with new skills to get
their minds around; and the older children beginning to work for the exams the
results of which will eventually determine their adult futures. And we, more
mature inhabitants of this confusing 21 century world of baffling artificial-
intelligence-based technology, gender-bending, mystifying politics, merciless
warfare, celebrity, global warming, and worrying about whether closing our
borders a bit would count as inhumane refusal to welcome refugees, must
somehow find and settle on values that align well with the command of Jesus
Christ to ‘love the Lord your God with all your heart, mind, strength and soul,
and love your neighbour as you love yourself.’

Jesus’s God-given task was to change the mindset of the entire human
race from the globally accepted Might is Right (that is, ‘I’'m bigger than you, I
can hit harder, therefore I win’) to the application of love to all situations, no
matter what. Easy-peasy? I think not.

Applying love to every controversy is not as simple as it sounds, and
contrary to what one might expect, does not necessarily mean soft-soaping
your enemy with pretty words and bamboozling them into unwilling
submission, nor does it bar strong words and actions. When Jesus rampaged
through the Temple in Jerusalem in protest at finding selfish unholy commerce
where there should only have been prayer honouring Almighty God, pleas for
guidance from God, or heartfelt gratitude to God, but instead finding cattle,
sheep and birds being sold for profit and money changers plying a busy trade -
he did not shrink from challenging socially accepted behaviour nor did he
mince his words. ‘He made a whip out of cords and drove all from the temple
area ... he scattered the coins of the money changers and overturned their
tables ... to those who sold doves he said, “Get these out of here! How dare
you turn my father’s house into a market!” (John 2:15-16)

What applying love to every situation means is keeping at the back of
your mind that you owe love and honour to God Almighty, because he first
loved you, and understanding that God expects you to treat the people whose
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paths cross yours in life with the same criteria, namely fair judgement and
loving consideration, whilst at the same time being not afraid to take
necessary and appropriate action when a situation is clearly, by all standards,
wrong — as Jesus did in the Temple.

We mortals are animals of the species ‘human’. Embedded still in the
depths of the mindset of each of us is the instinctive ‘Fight or Flight’ reaction,
‘Attack or Be Attacked’, which when we are threatened can bring out the
worst in us. When we crawled out of the sea onto dry land countless millions
of years ago, we were defenceless prey for such animals that may have
roamed the Earth at that time. However, we were made ‘in the image of God’
and over time our remarkable God-given brains developed and developed and
went on developing. About three hundred thousand years ago we began
several attempts at being human: Cro-Magnum Man, Homo Erectus, and we
nearly got there with Neanderthal Man; about ninety thousand years ago we
arrived at our present state, Homo Sapiens, or Knowing (Potentially
Intelligent) Man; about fifty thousand years ago we developed language; and
eventually we became the human animals we are today whose predominant
characteristics are the consciousness of self together with the ability to
communicate complex ideas to other members of the human race. Well done
us ... three cheers!

However, it is becoming clearer day by day that it has been only the
continuing influence of Jesus on the world at large that has prevented us from
being overwhelmed by outbreaks of ‘Fight or Flight’ such as the wars of the
20™ century.

Now, are we, in this 21 century of the growth of ideas based
seemingly entirely on the whims of individuals to whom the phrase ‘common
sense’ makes no sense at all, attempting to embark on another spate of
development? Perhaps from Homo Sapiens to Homo Who-Needs-God-
Anyway-We-Can-Do-It-All-Ourselves?

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Rambling of a local gardener.

September is the main month for harvesting and preserving the
vegetables by freezing, drying or clamping. On 23" September the nights will
start to be longer than the days so it is time to sow as soon as possible. Quick
growing vegetables that will crop quickly or are hardy and will grow slowly to
harvest during the winter into spring. There are 4 different radish the long white
radish (oriental radish), can be harvested or pickled, the small ones use soon if
the weather is warm, another radish is medium white and pink one that crops
before Christmas. Also, a large black skinned radish that is good for late winter
and early spring, if not sown too early. It is wonderful grated with cabbage and
carrot for winter salad! It can be fleece covered awaiting harvest! There are
oriental vegetables which I don't know much about but can be sown now for a
quick salad crop or for winter cropping. Look out for something new to sow and
if you still have any bare ground, sow some green manures - | like phacelia, (to
prevent winter rain leaching the nutrients in the soil), or cover with a natural
covering.

In September there are many lovely days to enjoy walking or bicycling
to make the most of the end of the summer. Here in Purbeck, we have a lots of
foot paths which will show every kind of soil in your area, look out for plants
that are doing well on local soils and try them in your own garden, look into
local gardens for ideas.

In the early 1950s my mother said some time the Elms would die of a
virus so | was to plant some lime trees between the magnificent elms that
dwarfed all our homes. They did well and today I am having them cut back as I
feel with the increasing storms\winds all around the world, they must be made
smaller to be healthy. I have looked after them for 70 years so I wish I could
leave them tall, but for longer term and my house (if they fall) they are being
cut back.

June was wet and foggy and I have a lot of mildew on the foliage but I
am sure it will heal if it is sprayed with my Comfrey juice. I make it but, it is
hard finding the time to get it done! Now I am just enjoying the good weather
in my garden and so glad I don't have to go anywhere unless I go for a swim in
the sea

It is a lovely sunny day that reminds me of making hay in the 1950s riding
on a hay cart being pulled by a big shire horse. I was taught how to load the
wagon first, then make the hay rick, treading it down but, no bouncing. We had
to wear hats and drink lots of fresh homemade ginger beer. I thought it great fun
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although my brothers said it was hard work! 1 loved all the jobs I was given,
feeding hens, ducks, geese, one pig and the shire horse. Milking one old cow
and adding up all the milk yields. The milkman wrote down the amount of milk
after milking each cow. I am so lucky I enjoyed everything, as it had to be done
every day.

It is horrible hearing about the droughts, flooding, gales and now fires.
Let's hope they don't come here. Everyone must change the way they live. Stop
changing things, think before buying and cut down on fossil fuels. Unless we
all change there will be no life for future generations. For now, enjoy the
present. If you want to sit, talk or look at my garden please just ring me.

Eyes to the Skies

July and August have literally flown by with the bird migration seeming to start
much earlier than we can remember in the last 25 years.

Glyn, campsite warden saw 100's of swifts massing ready to leave on the 14th
July followed by swallows sand martins and house martins later that month
especially on stormy days.

On the 9th August Pat and I walked the permissive path from Smedmore
campsite to the bay and counted over 40 wheatears, willow warblers,
whitethroats and chiffchaffs. The following morning we walked the coast path
and had more wheatears, whinchat, 2 sandwich terns in the bay, garden warbler
feeding on insects in the boat car park, a beautiful redstart at barn dairy and a
singing male yellowhammer. Another birdwatcher had a pied flycatcher at the
bay. Migration will continue throughout September and October with plenty of
more birds leaving before our winter visitors arrive. Cheers Rose

roof in the village and so takes top spot
Total 29

in this year’s league table. All other
properties listed in the 2022 table appear again this year with the same number
of nests as last, except for The Bankes Arms where no swifts were seen this
year. In 2023 the village total was 29 known nests. Of these, 21 were in or very
close to the village square. We also found “new” nest sites at three other
properties away from the square that we did not find last year. I suspect that 29
nests still underestimates the village swift population and that there are more
nests at the backs of houses that front onto West Street but which cannot be seen
except by the owners.

Our efforts to survey the swifts attracted quite a bit of attention — mostly from
tourists and village residents curious as to our motives for suspicious loitering.
However, our activities also came to the attention of the BBC SpringWatch

70

crew and Planet Purbeck and resulted in a couple of brief films about Corfe’s
swifts.

The reason for all this attention on swifts is that they are in trouble having
declined in the UK by almost 60% within the last 30 years. Swifts are now on
the “Red list” and feature prominently on the cover of the most recent report on
Birds of Conservation Concern in Britain. Loss of suitable nesting sites due to
unsympathetic re-roofing practices (like fully mortaring Purbeck roofing tiles
and installing membranes underneath!) being a key issue. Swifts need holes in
roofs or walls and/or nest boxes.

So, many thanks to all those at the Corfe Castle Club who I hope set a village
precedent by installing two swift nest boxes. I have put up two boxes on my
house too, and by broadcasting recordings of swifts’ screaming calls, succeeded
in getting several swifts to come down from the sky and zoom over my rooftop
to look for new nesting sites — something they have never done before. I am
hopeful they will return to try out the new boxes next year.

Swifts need help, so if you want to find out what you can do, look at the Action
for swifts blogspot link http://actionforswifts.blogspot.com/ The more nest sites
we can preserve and the more boxes we put up for them the more likely it is we
will still have swifts to enjoy in the summers to come. [ was amazed by how
often I overheard excited exclamations of “swifis!!” from holiday makers
enjoying their evening stroll around the square as the swifts screamed past.
Swifts do give so much pleasure.

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Swanage Skatepark Consultation
Have vour say on the future design of Swanage Skatepark

The Swanage Skatepark Community Project has launched a public
consultation on the evolution and improvement of ramp facilities at Swanage
Skatepark.

In Spring 2023, a significant section of Swanage Skatepark became unsafe and
the older ramps in this area were removed by Swanage Town Council. This
has left an empty but freshly resurfaced area that is ready for new ramps.

A new group, ‘Swanage Skatepark Community Project’ (SSCP), has been
formed to support Swanage Town Council in the continued development of
the area. The group's initial aim is to run a transparent and inclusive public
consultation process to see what users want from Swanage Skatepark.

So far, the online survey has been distributed to local schools from Swanage
to Sandford and is now available online for anyone to respond to. The public
consultation survey will close Friday 15th September. Survey results will
hopefully allow SSCP to move to the next stage, to create a community led
design brief and begin fundraising for the cost of the new equipment.

SSCP will continue the decades of fundraising and community engagement by
local resident Lorna Haines. Lorna’s long-standing connection with Swanage
Skatepark will continue as Chairperson of the new group with support from
other volunteers co-opted for their combined passion to develop Swanage
Skatepark in an inclusive and transparent way.

‘In our survey, we particularly want to hear from Swanage Skatepark users
and people who would like to use Swanage Skatepark but currently don’t or
can’t. As well as informing us of the type of equipment people want to see in
the skatepark, our survey will reveal the barriers that some people face so we
can consider how to make Swanage Skatepark accessible to even more people
in the future.’

Lorna Haines - SSCP Chairperson

“The Town Council is very much looking forward to working with the
Swanage Skatepark Community Project.
